Fourth, we will further expand our national educational research and communication
centers to include a wider range of perspectives in international higher education, so that we
can continue our mission to influence the development of education in China and the rest of
the world.

In
the case of China, it is more mild, but the aim is attracting attention and
moving attention from what is more problematic to what is to be praised,”
she said.

But flower diplomacy has not worked on everyone. “My understanding is it’s
extremely expensive, and what is the point?” said one diplomat from a
western country, who asked not to be named because they had not been
authorised to speak on the topic.

The expo also appears to contradict its theme of “ecological civilisation”.
Two villages, or about 2,400 people, were relocated to make room for the
expo, moved to nearby new apartment buildings. Residents of one of the
villages were each given a book memorialising the village, and the homes and
land some of them had had for generations.
